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The Get HandsOn Campaign is Points of Light Institute’s enterprise-wide effort to mobilize millions of Americans to help young people succeed, protect our environment and ensure the economic well-being of our friends and neighbors – and in the process illustrate the impact of volunteer service.

We will do so primarily through recruiting and equipping 500,000 Service Leaders -- those taking initiative to improve their communities and recruiting, leading or enabling others to participate.  

How can HandsOn Action Centers get involved?

· Incorporate work in the three focus areas – education, economy and environment -- into your own planning and programming.  

· Adapt the national GHO Challenge marketing materials for use in your market.

· If we are successful in raising the corporate sponsorship dollars, apply for a mini-grant to promote the campaign locally.

· Utilize the Get HandsOn Challenges, such as Service Tag, to engage more volunteer leaders.  Tag your current volunteer leaders and encourage them to use the occasion to tag others who have the potential to take on a leadership role. Go to www.GetHandsOn.com to sign up!
· Participate in the online community and create opportunities for people who join the campaign online who live in your geographic area to meet in person and get involved with you locally.

· Share your project tools, resources and stories of what’s working and what’s not.

· Participate in an affiliate campaign working group.
How will it benefit HandsOn Action Centers locally?

· Exposure and name recognition:  If we’re successful in raising corporate sponsorships for the campaign we will conduct national marketing efforts that will increase the awareness and name recognition of HandsOn Network which will in turn give a lift to your exposure and name recognition locally.

· Shared purpose: By setting shared national goals and program frameworks the campaign provides a rallying point for everyone in the network.

· Financial support: If we’re successful in raising corporate sponsorships we will make small grants available to some affiliates to support their participation in the campaign locally.  We will work out the details when we have a commitment from the donors with whom we’re working.

· Tools and resources: We’ve created, adapted and updated more than 30 project toolkits and volunteer leader training materials and will continue to work with partner organizations and affiliates to make others available.

· Data on impact: As part of the campaign we will undertake rigorous analysis of our work to document impact and capture lessons we can use to make our efforts even more effective.  We will make the report available to you to use as evidence with funders and partners that service in general and our approach in particular are effective in addressing social issues.
