Government Relations Update with Julie Murphy

· J. Murphy stated that $4 million was approved for initial phase of Volunteer Generation Fund; be in touch with your state commissions on their sub-granting process. Awards will be announced mid-August.
· FY 2011, President requested $10 million for this fund. J. Murphy will draft a letter urging congress to adopt at that level. 
· Agencies are developing budgets for next fiscal year, will court the corporation and congress for higher levels of funding. 
· Many aspects of Serve America Act generously funded; Volunteer Generation is not, only at 15-20% of the level they should have been funded at. 
· J. Murphy working hard to talk to the right people in the administration about being aggressive on moving this fund up. 
· Have new leadership at CNCS, they support it though it has not been a priority. 
· Social Innovation fund awards will be announced in June. 
States that applied for the Volunteer Generation Fund are:
· California-skill-based

· Maryland-skill-based

· Michigan-$750,000, 10 sub-grants to volunteer connector organizations and some to the state association
· Mississippi-sub-grant to volunteer centers and to create a state association
· Iowa
· Nebraska
· Kansas

· Possibly Ohio
Will be mentioned again on next call; D. Algra stated she was very involved in Michigan’s application, MCSC held a Listening Tour, 6 of 10 were completed before this application was due and was taken into consideration when written.

· J. Murphy reported that the No Child Left Behind Act reauthorization is not on the horizon for congress, doesn’t see they will have time for it.
· Parental engagement/community involvement, in another call will send most interesting proposals that are out there and get reactions. 
· Her sense is that people are beginning to understand the value of managed and well executed volunteer opportunities. 
· D. Algra said that the states hit by recent weather disasters are doing great work. 
· B. Bolton agreed, communities need to have the ability to mobilize volunteers in times of disaster-need to use the examples forcefully with committee leaders, etc.
· B. Bolton asked if there are discussions in the Gulf States around the need to engage volunteers. K. Estes stated the HON affiliate on the Gulf Coast activated VRCs for pre-clean up; much of the other work was to be done by paid workers such as fishermen, etc. who would lose their viability due to the oil spill; 4 VRCs were opened by them for clean-up from the tornadoes.
· Bring back pending possibilities to future meetings as J. Murphy mentioned.
· J. Murphy will send out to D. Algra a draft letter that will go to members urging support for Volunteer Generation fund this next fiscal year. D. Algra agreed to send out to this network next week.

Disaster Services
D. Algra stated that Jesse Salinas was unable to join the call. She gave an overview from the HandsOn Network Disaster Situation Report and HandsOn Nashville Volunteer Report Card; these attachments were sent out right before the call began.
B. Bolton, many more volunteers involved in Nashville, taking on the role of managing clean-up and recruiting teams-increases the demonstrated value of our network.  

D. Algra stated that J. Salinas is the key staff member at HandsOn Network for disaster – might be able to get another report next month.
