Legislative Update with Julie Abbott-Murphy

J. Abbott-Murphy stated a lot of this will be determined by outcome of election, but that the State Associations have been advocating for Volunteer Infrastructure to strengthen nonprofit capacity – and this was funded through the Serve America Act. The first round of grants were given through Volunteer Generation Fund last August; FY 2011 money hasn’t been determined yet-the President requested $10 million, the Senate approved that same level, however the House has not stated an amount yet. She is hopeful to see another $6 million flowing into this fund. If congress changes hands, we should be anticipatory of good things, but have to be realistic of the financial straits this new congress will face.
W. Svoboda thanked J. Abbott-Murphy for the update and asked of the $4 million for 2010, did that go to 19 state commissions? Julie replied yes, that is correct. Michigan received the largest grant. W. Svoboda asked if the $10 million comes to pass for 2011, how will that flow out? J. Abbott-Murphy stated if the House agrees with the Senate and President, the FY 2010 awardees will receive another sum to continue their projects (on-going three year grants). For the remaining $6 million, the legislation calls for 2 different funding streams: competitive and state formula pots (to state commissions based on population). If congress follows the law, $3 million would be competitive for state commissions and nonprofits and $3 million would be state formula pots. Last time, congress made it competitive only within the states; nonprofits were not eligible to apply; may know more in the lame duck session.
