Serve America Act – Un- funded or Under- funded Programs as of May, 2010

Learn and Serve

Youth Engagement Zones – grants to an eligible partnership to engage secondary school students to address a specific community challenge.  Authorized for $20 million in FY2010.  Approximately $5.4 million is currently available for this program.

Campuses of Service – up to 25 campuses can receive this designation.  CNCS provides awards to colleges and universities to promote dissemination of service-learning best practices.  Authorized for $7 million in FY2010.  No funds provided in FY2010 appropriations.

STEM curriculum – integrating service learning into science, technology, engineering and mathematics curricula.  No specific authorization level and no appropriations for FY2010.


Summer of Service - Authorized for $10 million in FY2010.  $2 million appropriated in FY2010.

Semester of Service – high school students engaging in service learning for at least 70 hours a semester.   No specific authorization level and no appropriation for FY2010.

Service Learning Impact Study - 10-year longitudinal service-learning impact study.  No specific authorization level.

AmeriCorps

National Service Reserve Corp – former national service participants to be deployed by the Corporation, in coordination with FEMA, to address disaster needs.  No specific authorization level.

Administrative Provisions
Studies authorized include 1) the involvement of veterans in national service programs, 2) a Volunteer Management Corps 3) how national service programs could better serve displaced workers and 4) feasibility of electronic verification of AmeriCorps members’ citizenship status.

Subtitle H

Authorizes Subtitle H funds to address emergent needs, summer programs, service-learning and other national service programs.

Serve America Fellowships – individuals selected by State Commissions to serve in fellowships in selected service organizations.  Individuals receive a living allowance and an education award. No specific authorization level and no funding for FY2010.
Silver Scholars program – individuals aged 55 or older can earn $1000 education award upon serving 350 hours of service

Innovative and Model Programs  - one-time grants to innovative programs.  No specific authorization and no funding in FY2010.

Encore Fellowship – individuals aged 55 or older can serve in a CNCS-approved organization supported by a $11,000 grant (organization must match federal funds 1 to 1).  Silver Scholars and Encore Fellows authorized for $12 million for FY2010.

Volunteer Generation Fund – competitive grants to state commissions and nonprofits to expand and strengthen volunteer infrastructure.  Authorized for $50 million in FY2010.  Appropriated: $4 million

Nonprofit Capacity Building Fund – grants of not less than $200,000 to build nonprofit capacity.  Authorized for $5 million in FY2010.  Appropriated: $1 million

International

Volunteers for Prosperity – a program within USAID to mobilize skilled American professionals to perform international volunteer service.  Authorized for $10 million in FY2010.
